The text makes the choice of sub-state after aleviation of barring conditional to the 5GS update status. But in actual the update status does not dictate the choice of the sub-state. Below are examples to illustrate the same:
1) UE switches on with the 5GS update status as 5U3.
2) Camps on a suitable cell in 5G and attempts initial registration.
3) Registration fails due to access barring.
4) 5GMM moves to DEREGISTERED.UPDATE-NEEDED
5) UE stays in the same cell and waits for barring alleviation.
6) Lower layers indicate alleviation of barring.
7) UE chooses the the state/sub-state DEREGISTERED.NORMAL SERVICE and attempts initial registration.

Changing the update-status pre condition to either 5U1 or 5U2 in step 1 and taking the UE through the same sequence does not change the state/sub-state that 5GMM chooses in Step 7.

Hence the text that indicates this dependency needs to be removed

-	shall enter the appropriate new substate depending on the 5GS update status as soon as the lower layers indicate that the barring is alleviated for the access category with which the access attempt for the registration procedure for mobility and periodic registration update was associated; and
-	if configured for eCall only mode as specified in 3GPP TS 31.102 [22], shall perform the eCall inactivity procedure at expiry of timer T3444 or T3445 (see subclause 5.5.3).
