2. Reason for Change
Regarding 1), in the configuration data it is now defined to have an "active" attribute. So the activation state is defined by that attribute.
Regarding 2), the EN refers to sycnchronization between the AS serving user A and the AS serving identity C. A perfect synchronization is not needed as if AS-A allows the call and AS-C is temporarily or permanently not allowing this call the call will be rejected by AS-C. It is proposed to delete this Editor's note and leave the synchronization of the service data to the operators.

4.5.3.2.2
Authorization of the Additional-Identity header field
The AS serving user A shall authorize the usage of the identity contained in the Additional-Identity header field as the originating identity by checking:

-
if the identity contained in the Additional-Identity header field is included in the user's service data associated to the native identity of the originating user; and

-
if the active attribute of the <Shared-Identity> element of the <multi-identity> element in the service configuration data is set to "true".



Otherwise, user A is not authorized to use the identity contained in the Additional-Identity header field as the originating identity.
