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1. Introduction
This contribution moves text from TR 24.883 clause 314.2 into TS 29.582 clause 14.2 with appropriate adjustments to internal and external references.
Clause 314.2.1 does not exist in TR 24.883. In TS 24.282, clause 14.2.1 refers to "MCData client procedures". To maintain alignment with TS 24.282, a short clause 14.2.1 is added with this contribution and should be checked.

Clause 14.3 in the TS 29.582 skeleton is "14.3 Procedures" However, in TS 24.282, clause 14.3 is "Off-network ES". No text exists in TR 24.883 for a clause 314.3. Accordingly, the clause 14.3 heading is deleted in this contribution. This should be checked.

Please note that clause 14.1 is empty in TS 24.282.
