Overall description
CT1 is discussing the mapping of emergency service types to emergency service URN in case of more than one types of emergency service can be derived for a dialled number. As per specified in TS 24.229, e.g. sub B.2.2.6.1A, the UE will map any one of these types of emergency service to an emergency service URN.
"If an IP-CAN, capable of providing local emergency numbers, did not provide a local emergency number that matches the dialled number (see subclause 5.1.6.1) and multiple types of emergency service can be derived for a dialled number from the information configured on the USIM then:

-
if the UE is in the HPLMN, the UE shall map any one of these types of emergency service to an emergency service URN as specified in table B.2.2.6.1; and

-
if the UE is in the VPLMN, the UE shall select "urn:service:sos"."

However, CT1 has observed that in some countries, in case of more than one types of emergency service can be derived for a dialled number, operators required that these emergency service types need to be mapped to an default service URN "urn:service:sos", which was not covered in the current specification.
CT1 has evaluated a UE based solution but it cannot resolve issue well as it provides two options for the UE but how to use which option is unclear. Hence, some companies in CT1 seek network based solution.

Question: is there any stage 1 requirement to enable the network to correctly determine an emergency service URN for routing the emergency call, in case of more than one types of emergency service can be derived by the UE for a dialled number?
