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2. Reason for Change
1) The network can decide NOT to provide any V2X policies to the UE. In such case, the PCF would not send a MANAGE UE POLICY COMMAND message but should send a UE POLICY PROVISIONING REJECT message to inform the UE.
2) coding for UE POLICY PROVISIONING REQUEST message and its IEs is not specified.
3) The transport for UE POLICY PROVISIONING REQUEST message is unreliable and thus a UE POLICY PROVISIONING REQUEST message can be lost. 
If such loss happens, the UE POLICY PROVISIONING REQUEST message should be retransmitted by the UE. The UE should stop retransmission:
-	when receiving the MANAGE UE POLICY COMMAND message with the same PTI;
-	when receiving the UE POLICY PROVISIONING REJECT message with the same PTI; and
-	upon 5th transmission of the UE POLICY PROVISIONING REQUEST message.
4. Proposal
It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TS 24.587.

The UE-requested V2X policy provisioning procedure enables the UE to request V2X policy from the PCF in the following cases:
a)	if the validity timer for a V2X policy expires; or

b)	if there are no valid configuration parameters, e.g., for the current area, or due to abnormal situation.
The UE shall follow the principles of PTI handling for UE policy delivery service procedures defined in Annex D.1.2 of 3GPP TS 24.501 [3].
