The UE shall perform a local release of the PDU session(s) established over 3GPP access, if any. The UE is marked as inactive in the AMF for 5GS services for 3GPP access. The AMF shall enter the state 5GMM-DEREGISTERED for 3GPP access and delete the stored UE radio capability information, if any.
