Justification

Based on the increasing number of smart devices having call capabilities and triggered by an LS from GSMA RILTE, SA1 1 has specified requirements for support of multi-identity and multi-device in TS 22.173. The requirements specified by SA1 relate to use cases where 3GPP does not give support for their use cases. In particular, this relates to using multiple identities, including requirements to use additional identities outside the own subscription.
MUD functionality did not allow a user to control which 3GPP identities could be configured to receive incoming sessions or not.  As such, MuD requirements have been expanded to allow a UE to configure which 3GPP identities should be alerted when they are shared across multiple devices.  The approved work item can be found in SP‑190943 and approved CR in 3GPP TS 22.173 CR0128R4 in SP‑190824 that captures these enhancements.

Objective

The objective of this work item is to specify the stage 3 procedures related to the requirements in 3GPP TS 22.173 CR0128R4 in SP‑190824
