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1. Introduction

The MO-IMS-registration-related-signalling can be barred during the IMS session setup. If so, the MMTEL-voice, MMTEL-video, or SMS over NAS can not offer the service.  

2. Unified access control and Regisration / Service Request Procedure
In TS 22.261 Table 6.22.2.3-1, the  Access Categories are defined. Each of the MMTEL-voice, MMTEL-video, or SMS over NAS has the standardized Access Category 4,5, or 6.

From the discussion, we can make observation as following;

Observation : Eventhough the the MMTEL-voice, MMTEL-video, or SMS over NAS is not barred, the service cannot go through due to barring of MO-IMS-registration-related-signalling during the IMS session setup.  
3. Conclusions


In this discussion paper we have presented our considerations on how to handle the MO-IMS-registration-related-signalling. 

Based on the above observations, we conclude the following ;

Proposal 1 : To avoid barring of the MO-IMS-registration-related signalling, the mapping of the operator defined access category ( eg. Access Category number from 32 to 63) and the type of acccess attempt for MO IMS registration related signalling can be used.  

Proposal 2 : To avoid barring of the MO-IMS-registration-related signalling, the mapping of the new defined access category ( eg. Access Category number 9) and the type of acccess attempt for MO IMS registration related signalling can be used.
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
