In the current release, it is also assumed that the MO for Multi-Identity will be defined.
Regarding the activation/deactivation, it is clarified that in the case of the Multi-Identity service, on one hand the user can decide which of the identities it is allowed to use are active at given moment. On the other hand, the user can also decide about if its identity is allowed to be used by another user in its MiD service,
