CT1 thanks SA3 for their LS "Reply LS on GUTI allocation for 5G CIoT" in S3-193838.
As the 5G-GUTI allocation is mandatory for MT-EDT for CP CIoT 5GS optimization and UP CIoT 5GS optimization, the UE would already have entered the 5GMM-CONNECTED mode as part of the 5G-GUTI allocation procedure. Consequently the network can directly send the pending user data to the UE without MT-EDT. Therefore, many companies in CT1 questioned the benefits of MT-EDT and would like to request SA2, RAN2 and RAN3 to take this aspect into consideration when working on MT-EDT solution.
