The group membership update procedure has been defined in stage-2 specification 3GPP TS 23.434 – which requires update to an elemnt of group document.

6.2.4.1
Client procedure
Upon receiving a request from the VAL user to update group membership element of a group document, a SGM-C shall send an HTTP PUT request to the SGM-S according to procedures specified in IETF RFC 4825 [3] "Create or Replace an Element". In HTTP PUT request, the SGM-C:

1)
shall set the Request-URI to a XCAP URI identifying an element within an XML document to be updated. In the Request-URI:

a)
the "auid" is set to specific VAL service identity;

b)
the document selector is set to a document URI pointing to a group document addressed by a group ID which contains the element to be updated; and

c)
the node selector is set to a node URI identifying the element to be updated; and

2)
shall set X-3GPP-Intended-Identity header to the VAL user identity.
NOTE:
The VAL client can use the procedure specified in this clause to update all possible elements which can be updated.

6.2.4.2
Server procedure
Upon reception of an HTTP PUT request where the Request-URI of the HTTP PUT request identifies an element of a XML document as specified in clause 7, the SGM-S:

1)
shall determine the identity of the sender of the received HTTP PUT request as specified in clause 6.2.1.x, and:
a)
if the identity of the sender of the received HTTP PUT request is not authorized to update group information, shall respond with a HTTP 403 (Forbidden) response to the HTTP PUT request and skip rest of the steps;

2)
shall support handling an HTTP PUT request from a SGM-C according to procedures specified in IETF RFC 4825 [3] "PUT Handling".
