6.2.5.1
Client procedure

Upon receiving an HTTP POST request containing:

a) a Content-Type header field set to "application/vnd.3gpp.seal-location-info+xml"; and
b)
an application/vnd.3gpp.seal-location-info+xml MIME body with a <configuration> element included in the <location-info> root element, which has none of child elements;
the SLM-C:

a)
shall delete the content of the <configuration> elments; 
b)
shall stop the location reporting; and
c)
shall generate an HTTP 200 (OK) response to the received HTTP POST request message according to IETF RFC 2616 [6].

6.2.5.2
Server procedure

The SLM-S may cancel the location reporting event triggers configuration in the SLM-C by generatiing an HTTP POST request message according to procedures specified in IETF RFC 2616 [6]. The SLM-S:
a) shall include a Request-URI set to the URI corresponding to the identity of the SLM-C;
b) shall include a Content-Type header field set to "application/vnd.3gpp.seal-location-info+xml";

c) shall include an application/vnd.3gpp.seal-location-info+xml MIME body and in the <location-info> root element:

1) shall include an <identity> element with a <VAL-user-id> child element set to the identy of the VAL user for location reporting event triggers configuration cancellation;
2)  shall include a <configuration> element which shall not include any child element; and

d) shall send the HTTP POST request as specified in IETF RFC 2616 [6].
