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1. Introduction
This pCR adds the description of the interactions between MuD and MiD services with Customized Alerting Tones (CAT) service specified in 3GPP TS 24.182.
2. Reason for Change
There is a lack of the description of the interactions between MuD and MiD services with the CAT service.

In case of MuD, no specific interactions are expected.

However, in case of MiD, the media which is played to the calling party during allerting of the called party should be the one related to the non-native identity used by the called party, which has been actually dialed by the calling party. Playing the media related to the native identity in this case, would cause that the experience of calling party side would be different, depending on the native identtity of called party allowed to use given identity.

Since CRS is a terminating network service, but can also have an originating network functional component, also on originating side, the media played to the calling party should be the one related to the non-native identity of the calling party. The calling party would in this way become in addition aware which of identity it is able to use has been used.

Whether or not the calling party’s CAT media has precedence over the called party's selected CAT media remains a matter of configuration in the calling party’s (originating) network.
In addition, minor editorial change in clause 4.6.9.

It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TS 24.174 v1.2.1.

4.6.9
Closed User Group (CUG)

For MuD no impact, i.e. neither service shall affect the operation of the other service.

For MiD, CUG imposes restrictions on both incoming and outgoing calls. The MiD shall not use any identity C or identity D that are restricted by the CUG service.

Interactions for MuD service

No impact, i.e. neither service shall affect the operation of the other service.
4.6.x.2
Interactions for MiD service

In the terminating network, the AS serving user B refrains from the invocation of the CAT service. The CAT media of the called party selected by the identity D takes precedence for playback purposes over that selected by the user B.

In the originating network, the AS serving user A refrains from the invocation of the CAT service. The CAT media of the calling party selected by the identity C takes precedence for playback purposes over that selected by the user A.
