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1. Introduction
This p-CR analyzes the list of the V2X services authorized for PPPR over V2X PC5 in E-UTRA and proposes to update the specification to keep compatibility to EPS and allow interworking with EPS for V2X services in 5GS.
2. Reason for Change
Based on stage 2 in 3GPP TS 23.287, the list of the V2X services authorized for PPPR over V2X PC5 in E-UTRA is the same as defined in TS 23.285 of EPS, quote of clause 5.4.1.1.1:

For LTE based PC5, the QoS handling is defined in TS 23.285 [8], based on ProSe Per-Packet Priority (PPPP) and ProSe Per-Packet Reliability (PPPR).

TS 23.285 states:

When PC5 is used for the transmission of V2X messages, the following principles are followed for both network scheduled operation mode and UE autonomous resources selection mode:

...

ProSe Per-Packet Reliability (PPPR) applies to the V2X communication over PC5 as defined in TS 23.303 [5]. PPPR has a value range of 1 to 8, where the higher value represents the lower reliability requirement for that message. The UE may be configured with a list of V2X services, e.g. PSID or ITS-AIDs allowed to use the specific PPPR value.

When the network scheduled operation mode is used, following additional principles apply:

UE may provide PPPR information reflecting reliability requirement described in TS 22.186 [28] to the eNB for resources request.
...

The following information for V2X communications over PC5 reference point is provisioned to the UE:

Policy/parameters:

The list of V2X services, e.g. PSID or ITS-AIDs of the V2X applications, allowed to use a specific PPPR value.

Based on the above description, the list of the V2X services authorized for PPPR over V2X PC5 in E-UTRA is optional.
Based on stage 3 in 3GPP TS 24.386, the list of the V2X services authorized for PPPR over V2X PC5 in E-UTRA is optional, quote of clause 5.2.4 :
j)
optionally, a list of the V2X services authorized for ProSe Per-Packet Reliability (PPPR). Each entry of the list contains a V2X service identifier and a ProSe Per-Packet Reliability (PPPR) value; and

In order to allow interworking with EPS and also keep compatibility for different 3GPP releases it is therefore proposed that the same is applicable to5GS.
3. Proposal

It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TS 24.587 v1.0.1.

Configuration parameters for V2X communication over PC5
The configuration parameters for V2X communication over PC5 consist of:

a)
an expiration time for the validity of the configuration parameters for V2X communication over PC5;

b)
a list of PLMNs and RATs in which the UE is authorized to use V2X communication over PC5 when the UE is served by E-UTRA or served by NR. Each entry of the list contains a PLMN ID and RATs in which the UE is authorized to use V2X communication over PC5;

c)
an indication of whether the UE is authorized to use V2X communication over PC5 when the UE is not served by E-UTRA and not served by NR;
d)
list of RATs in which the UE is authorized to use V2X communication over PC5 when the UE is not served by E-UTRA and not served by NR;
e)
per geographical area:

1)
radio parameters for V2X communication over PC5 applicable when the UE is not served by E-UTRA, not served by NR and is located in the geographical area, with an indication of whether these radio parameters are "operator managed" or "non-operator managed";

f)
a list of V2X service identifier to Tx profiles mapping rules. Each mapping rule contains one or more V2X service identifiers and a Tx profile;

g)
configuration parameters for privacy support, consisting of:
1)
a list of V2X services requiring privacy. Each entry of the list contains one or more V2X service identifiers and one or more geographical areas where the privacy is required; and

2)
a privacy timer value;

h)
configuration parameters for a V2X communication over PC5 in E-UTRA, consisting of:

1)
a list of V2X service identifier to destination layer-2 ID mapping rules. Each mapping rule contains one or more V2X service identifiers and the destination layer-2 ID;
2)
optionally, a default destination layer-2 ID;

3)
a list of PPPP to PDB mapping rules. Each mapping rule contains a ProSe Per-Packet Priority (PPPP) and a Packet Delay Budget (PDB);

4)
a list of V2X service identifier to V2X E-UTRA frequency mapping rules. Each mapping rule contains one or more V2X service identifiers and the V2X E-UTRA frequencies with associated geographical areas; and

5)
optionally, a list of the V2X services authorized for ProSe Per-Packet Reliability (PPPR). Each entry of the list contains one or more V2X service identifiers and a ProSe Per-Packet Reliability (PPPR) value; and
