b)	shall send the HTTP POST request, which may include a SelectionCriteria, towards the message store function.

Upon receipt of an HTTP POST request the message store function should follow the procedure described in subclause 6.8.2 of OMA-TS-REST_NetAPI_NMS-V1_0-20190528-C [r-OMA-NMS] with following clarification:
1)	shall process the HTTP POST request by following the procedures in subclause 6.8.5 of OMA-TS-REST_NetAPI_NMS-V1_0-20190528-C [r-OMA-NMS] with the following clarifications:
a)	shall return the objects matching the SelectionCriteria; and 
b)	shall generate and send a HTTP response towards the message store client.
