1)	shall generate an HTTP POST request as specified in subclause 6.1.5 and 6.10.5 of OMA-TS-REST_NetAPI_NMS-V1_0-20190528-C [xx] with following clarifications:
a)	shall set the Host header field to a hostname identifying the message store function;
b)	shall include a valid MCData access token in the HTTP Authorization header; and
c)	shall send the HTTP POST request towards the message store function.
Upon receipt of an HTTP response, the message store client shall follow the procedure as described in subclause 6.1.2 for single upload and 6.10.2 for bulk upload as specified in the OMA-TS-REST_NetAPI_NMS-V1_0-20190528-C [xx].

Upon receipt of an HTTP POST request from the client, as per X.2.15.1, with a Request-URI identifying a resource on the message store, the message store function acting as an HTTP server:
1)	shall validate the MCData access token (with “Bearer” authentication scheme) received in the Authorization header of the request as specified in 3GPP TS 24.482 [24] and if validation is successful then
[bookmark: _GoBack]2)	shall process the HTTP POST request by following the procedures described in subclause 6.1.5 and 6.10.5 of OMA-TS-REST_NetAPI_NMS-V1_0-20190528-C [xx]; and
3)	shall generate and send the HTTP response towards the message store client indicating the result of the upload operation.
