	According to the “reason of change” of the agreed SA2 CR in S2-2002587 the different SNPNs, for which a UE may have subscriptions, may not always be equivalent in terms of service that the SNPN provides. Therefore, when the UE selects an SNPN in automatic SNPN selection mode it is not just a matter of prority ordering in case of multiple available SNPNs. Therefore, SA2 agreed in S2-2002587 on the following change to 23.501 clause 5.30.2.4:
“For automatic network selection, the UE selects and attempts to register with the available SNPN identified by a PLMN ID and NID for which the UE has SUPI and credentials. If multiple SNPNs are available that the UE has respective SUPI and credentials for, then the priority order for selecting and attempting to register withhow the UE selects an SNPNs is based on UE implementation.”
Accordingly, 23.122 clause 4.9.3.1.1 and 4.9.3.2.1. needs clarification.

If more than one SNPN are available, allowable, and each of them is identified by an SNPN identity in an entry of the "list of subscriber data" in the ME, the MS shall select one of those SNPNs in MS implementation specific order.

The MS shall limit its search for the SNPN to the NG-RAN access technology.
