	Summary of change:
	Remove the "The CREATE_CHILD_SA response message shall include USE_TRANSPORT_MODE notification".
Interoperability impact analysis:

1) When the network receives USE_TRANSPORT_MODE notification from the UE compliant with this CR, the network will accept the response and consider the SA is successfully established in tunnel mode.

2) When the network receives USE_TRANSPORT_MODE notification from the UE compliant with to current version of specification, the network may:
	a) delete the SA since it is abnormal for the UE to give such response; or
	b) accept the response by ignoring this USE_TRANSPORT_MODE notification and consider the SA is successfully established in tunnel mode.

If the network behaves in the way as a) above, this CR is not backward compatible.
If the network behaves in the way as b) above, this CR is backward compatible.
