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	Reason for change:
	1. The operation of privacy timer of layer 2 ID for unicast is still missing in Clause 6.1.2.
2. Currently, the PC5 unicast link identifier update procedure may be performed upon expiry of the privacy timer of layer 2 ID. Besides, both the initiating UE and the target UE should update their Layer-2 IDs during the PC5 unicast link identifier update procedure. Since one side UE always changes its own Layer-2 ID when the other side’s Layer-2 ID is changed via the same PC5 unicast link identifier update procedure, there is no need to maintain the privacy timers of layer 2 ID on both sides.

	1. Add a section for the operation of privacy timer of layer 2 ID for unicast refering to clause 6.1.3.2.4.
2. Add a condition in clause 6.1.3.2.4 applicable specifically for the unicast mode that the UE which initializes the PC5 unicast link establishment procedure should start the privacy timer of layer 2 ID, and remove “broadcast mode”.

b)	the UE is located in a geographical area in which this V2X service requires privacy for V2X communication over PC5 as specified in clause 5.2.3, or the UE is not provisioned any geographical areas in which this V2X services requires privacy for V2X communication over PC5,; and
c)	for a PC5 unicast link, the DIRECT LINK ESTABLISHMENT REQUEST message for the PC5 unicast link is sent by the UE,
then the UE shall proceed as follows:
