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1. Introduction
This pCR provides clarification on initial VAE server address used during service discovery procedure.
2. Reason for Change
As per Annex C.2 of TS 23.286, the IP address and port information of the initial VAE server serving the VAE client is provided to VAE client using VAE client related configuration data.

The VAE client receives this configuration using SEAL configuration management procedures. 
Now, clause 6.6.1 in TS 24.486 mentions to use URI provided by SEAL layer to send service discovery request.

"shall set the Request-URI to the URI provided by the SEAL layer”

It is not clear – exactly which SEAL service and which configuration provides URI of initial VAE server servng VAE client. It is required to modify text to improve clarity.

The VAE Client UE configuration document is specified in another pCR.

3. Proposal

It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TS 24.486 v1.1.0.

Client procedure
In order to discover V2X service information from a VAE-S (e.g., available VAE services identified by V2X service identities), the VAE-C shall send an HTTP POST request according to procedures specified in IETF RFC 2616 [19]. In the HTTP POST request, the VAE-C:

a)
shall set the Request-URI to the URI received in VAE Client UE configuration document via SCM-S;
b)
shall include a Content-Type header field set to "application/vnd.3gpp.vae-info+xml";

c)
shall include an application/vnd.3gpp.vae-info+xml MIME body and in the <service-discovery-info> root element:

1)
shall include a <identity> element with a <V2X-UE-id> child element set to the identity of the UE which requests the service discovery.
