Summary of the feature indicated by this feature-capability indicator:
This feature-capability indicator, when included in a Feature-Caps header field as specified in RFC 6809 in a 200 (OK) response to a REGISTER request, indicates that the P-CSCF supports EPS back as specified in annex U.3.2.X.
Feature-capability indicator specification reference:
3GPP TS 24.229: "IP multimedia call control protocol based on Session Initiation Protocol (SIP) and Session Description Protocol (SDP); Stage 3".
Values appropriate for use with this feature-capability indicator: Not applicable.
The feature-capability indicator is intended primarily for use in the following applications, protocols, services, or negotiation mechanisms: This feature-capability indicator is used to indicate the P-CSCF supports EPS back as specified in annex U.3.2.X.
