Justification

As identified by stage 1, Mission critical communication services, e.g. Push To Talk, are essential to public safety. Currently, systems are deployed using Land Mobile Radio (LMR) technology such as TETRA and Project 25 (P25). 3GPP TS 22.179 and 3GPP TS 22.282 specify the stage 1 interworking requirements between LTE systems and P25 systems, TETRA systems and legacy Land Mobile Radio systems.
SA6 created the stage 2 technical specification 3GPP TS 23.283, Mission Critical Communication Interworking with Land Mobile Radio Systems, and updated 3GPP TS 23.379 and 3GPP TS 23.282. 3GPP TS 23.283 specifies the architecture as it pertains to LMR interworking. SA3 stage 2 release 15 specification 3GPP TS 33.180 provides the security related architecture for interworking.
In Release 16, 3GPP TS 29.379, 3GPP TS 29.380 and 3GPP TS 29.582 were created to provide interworking for MCPTT and MCData with LMR systems.
In order to enhance and continue the protocol work for LMR interworking features and security, a new work item in required in Stage 3.

NOTE:
The term “interworking” is inherited from SA6. The work item would be more accurately referred to as an interface to support external mission critical systems. The interworking that occurs on the external side of the interface is out of scope.
4
Objective

To define the protocol aspects for LMR interworking capabilities based upon the normative stage 2 technical specification work specified in 3GPP TS 23.283 and 3GPP TS 33.180 in support of the stage 1 requirements.

The objectives will include the necessary stage 3 work to support:

1.
functional alias;
2.
preconfigured regroup;
NOTE:
Interworking of preconfigured regroup is targeted at TIA systems, since TETRA systems do not plan to implement interworked regroup. Work in 3GPP CT1 on interworking preconfigured regroup will commence only after TIA work on support for regroup is sufficiently progressed that impacts on both TIA and 3GPP systems will be understood.
