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	Reason for change:
	PLMN selection performed when a UE intends to attach for emergency bearer services yields different outcomes compared to PLMN selection for “normal” attach.

When a UE intends to attach for emergency bearer services and performs PLMN selection, the UE considers PLMNs in the list of "forbidden PLMNs" or the list of "forbidden PLMNs for GPRS service" (etc.); a cell to be used for emergency attach or emergency registration only needs to be an acceptable cell.

Note that the PLMN selection procedure at switch on or recovery from lack of coverage can be especially time consuming. 

When the UE performs PLMN selection with the intention to attach for normal services, the UE does not consider PLMNs in the list of "forbidden PLMNs" or the list of "forbidden PLMNs for GPRS service" (etc.). The UE looks for a suitable cell.


	
	

	Summary of change:
	If the UE detects a request for emergency services while it is in the EMM-DEREGISTERED.PLMN-SEARCH substate or the EMM-REGISTERED.PLMN-SEARCH substate, the UE may transition out of this substate when it has selected an acceptable cell. The acceptable cell need not be a suitable cell but the UE need not assert that “it is known that a selected cell is unable to provide normal service”.


	
	

	Consequences if not approved:
	Incorrect EMM-DEREGISTERED.LIMITED-SERVICE and EMM-REGISTERED.LIMITED-SERVICE substate entry conditions. 
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The substate EMM-DEREGISTERED.LIMITED-SERVICE is chosen in the UE, when it is known that a selected cell is unable to provide normal service (e.g. the selected cell is in a forbidden PLMN, is in a forbidden tracking area or the selected cell is a CSG cell whose CSG ID and associated PLMN identity are not included in the UE's Allowed CSG list or in the UE's Operator CSG List), or when the UE detected a request for emergency services in the EMM-DEREGISTERED.PLMN-SEARCH substate.
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The substate EMM-REGISTERED.LIMITED-SERVICE is chosen in the UE, if the cell the UE selected is known not to be able to provide normal service, or when the UE detected a request for emergency services in the EMM-REGISTERED.PLMN-SEARCH substate.
