3.	The VAE server transmits the message to each VAE client using the client identification.
4.	The VAE client provides the V2X message to the application-specific client.
5.	The VAE client provides a V2X message reception report to the VAE server if indicated in the V2X message.
Based on the above description, Upon receiving the message from the VAE-S, the VAE-C may send an response message containing content (V2X message reception report) towards the VAE-S. Therefore, the Accept Header should be removed in the HTTP POST request message from the VAE-S too.
