	Reason for change:
	When an MCPTT server receives a valid SIP PUBLISH request with "expires=0", it removes the binding between the MCPTT ID and the public user identity, logging off the user. Current text says that "MCPTT service settings" are removed. It is unclear that all affiliations to MCPTT groups should also be removed. TS 23.280 CR 0191 rev 3 clarifies that affiliations are also to be removed.

	
	

	Summary of change:
	A NOTE is added in subclause 7.3.5 to clarify that removal of MCPTT service bindings includes removal of affiliations to MCPTT groups.

	
	

	Consequences if not approved:
	Affiliations may not be cleared by an MCPTT server. Another MCPTT server may use the affiliation information for a group to determine all affiliated users and receive incorrect information.

Upon receiving a SIP PUBLISH request containing:
1)	an Event header field set to the "poc-settings" value; and
2)	an Expires header field set to 0;
the MCPTT server:
1)	shall identify the IMS public user identity from the P-Asserted-Identity header field;
2)	shall process the SIP PUBLISH request according to rules and procedures of IETF RFC 3903 [37] and if processing of the SIP request was successful, continue with the rest of the steps;
3)	shall remove the MCPTT service settings;
NOTE :	Removal of MCPTT service settings includes removal of all group affiliations.

5)	shall decrement the local counter of the number of service authorisations by 1;
65)	shall send a SIP 200 (OK) response according to 3GPP TS 24.229 [4].
Editor's Note:	[MONASTERY2, CR 0630] Decrementing the service authorisations local counter when the time for the current login expires due to lack of activity, e.g., due to lost device connection needs to be considered.
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
