	The existing text for transmission of NETWORK SLICE-SPECIFIC AUTHENTICATION COMPLETE message with TAI from lower layers does not specify about the UE being able to retransmit the message once the registration is done.
Re-transmission in general is allowed for other NAS messages which carry upper layer messages. Hence allowing NETWORK SLICE-SPECIFIC AUTHENTICATION COMPLETE message to be retransmitted after the completion of the registration procedure would be inline with the same.

a)	Transmission failure of the NETWORK SLICE-SPECIFIC AUTHENTICATION COMPLETE message with TAI change from lower layers
	If the current TAI is not in the TAI list, the network slice-specific authentication and authorization procedure the transmission of the NETWORK SLICE-SPECIFIC AUTHENTICATION COMPLETE message shall be aborted and a registration procedure for mobility and periodic registration update indicating "mobility registration updating" in the 5GS registration type IE of the REGISTRATION REQUEST message shall be initiated. The NETWORK SLICE-SPECIFIC AUTHENTICATION COMPLETE message can be sent, if still necessary, after a successful procedure for mobility and periodic registration update.
