	Discussion paper C1-206268 has a short study on how the user information collected and transmitted to the user. That study is based on the content in TS 29.514 and TS 29.513 sowing that the user information is included in the SIP message after the resource alocation. This behavior is valid after the EPS fallback and enables the P-CSCF to improve the IMS session establishment, if the user information is requested and the P-CSCF has subscribed to the EPS fallback and the access network.

	
	

	Summary of change:
	The CR implements the procedures for the P-CSCF to subscibe to event notifications defined in TS 29.514 to improve the IMS session establishment.

	
	

	Consequences if not approved:
	The functionality that the P-CSCF may choose to perform the resource allocation at the time of EPS fallback prior to forward SIP signalling when the interworking is supported without N26 interface, is not implemented.
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U.3.2.X EPS fallback
While establishing an IMS session upon authorizing the resources necessary for this IMS session over NR, a P-CSCF may get the information about EPS fallback and the access network information as specified in 3GPP TS 29.514 [273]. A SIP message is transmitted towards the targeted UE in this case after a successful handover from NR to EPS with established voice bearer.
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
