User Configuration

The 3GPP System shall support a mechanism for an authorised user to set user preferences to indicate which identities are active or inactive on a specific UE.
When an identity is activated or deactivated all UEs that can use that identity to either originate or terminate a session shall receive a notification of the change of status.


It answers the questions as asked in the original LS (C1-206625) from CT1 to SA1.  The green text in the table is an analysis of the CR text and how the CR answers the questions posed.
	1)
Is it a requirement for a user to be able to from one of its UEs (UEa) activate or deactivate an identity on another of its UEs (UEb)?

Answer: Please see the attached CR.

Analysis of CR: The CR has text added at the end of the 1st sentence / paragraph that qualifies that the mechanism allows a user to perform the action on “a specific UE”, meaning that User using UE1 can deactivate an identify on UE2.

2)
If the answer to 1) is yes, what is the granularity of the activation, is it sufficient to deactivate all identities at UEb, e.g. to avoid a forgotten phone to ring.

Answer: Please see the attached CR.

Analysis of CR: The CR’s original text already had statement that answered this question “which identities” however additional text has now been added in the 1st paragraph that identifies that activation and deactivation can take place on “a specific UE” and not ALL UE.  A new 2nd paragraph has been added that calls out “an identity” implying that granularity is down to a single identity.  Combining both 1st and 2nd paragraph implies that the user can control individual identities on individual UEs.
3)
What is the impact on a session in progress when a public user identity is deactivated (e.g. terminated, modified, maintained, etc.)?

Answer: Please see the attached CR.

Analysis of CR: The CR has no text added as no requirement was thought to be needed.  In the discussion process text to perform a specific action was removed.
4)
Should the activation / deactivation of the identity impact both mobile originated and mobile terminated services?

Answer: SA1 makes no distinction between mobile originated or mobile terminated services.




In addition the SA1 CR indicates that “authorised user” can only perform these operations and when a status of an identity changes notifications are to be sent to other UEs using that identity.
