1. Introduction
The sub-aspect on whether the UE takes "LI requirements" into account at selecting a PLMN needs clarification for solution 7.

2. Reason for Change

In solution 7 for the aspects of KI#4:

“What modifications are needed to the PLMN selection procedure to handle shared/global PLMN IDs”
And:

“How to accommodate LI requirements when handling shared/global PLMN IDs”
The UE has no knowledge, and shall have no knowledge, of any LI requirements being satisfied by the network or not and it is the responsibility of the network to fulfil any LI requirements that apply in the country/area where the network provides service. Under the assumption that the network is mandated to fulfil the SA3-LI requirement, and the operator can use PLMN prioritization methods to control PLMN Selection, taking “LI requirements” into account is implicit at the UE and the responsibility of the network/operator.

This aspect is unclear in the current text for solution 7 and clarification is proposed to avoid the interpretation that the UE has explicit knowledge of LI requirements.
3. Conclusions

Solution 2 needs to be clarified to avoid interpretation that the UE has knowledge of a PLMN satisfying LI requirements at PLMN Selection.

It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TR 24.821 V0.2.0.

This solution addresses key issue #4.

6.8.2
Solution description

The salient features of the solution are as follows.

a)
What modifications are needed to the PLMN selection procedure to handle shared/global PLMN IDs


No change is required in addition to modifications to the PLMN selection procedure to take the LI requirement into account (which is addressed in key issues #2) because in order for the UE to implicitly satisfy the LI requirement addressed in the key issue, the UE follows information provisioned in the UE and information provided by the network. If a UE cannot determine the country of its physical location (due to its physical location in an international area) or a PLMN belonging to the country of the UE's physical location is not available or allowable, the UE can select a PLMN according to the legacy algorithm. In this case, selection of a shared/global PLMN ID is not prohibited.

What information could be available to aid in handling shared/global PLMN IDs


Existing lists can be used. For example, "User Controlled PLMN Selector with Access Technology" can be used to (de)prioritize selecting a shared/global PLMN ID if a UE cannot determine the country of its physical location or a PLMN belonging to the country of the UE's physical location is not available.
d)
How to accommodate LI requirements when handling shared/global PLMN IDs


A shared/global PLMN ID can be selected if:

-
a UE cannot determine the country of its physical location (due to its physical location in an international area); or

-
a PLMN belonging to the country of the UE's physical location is not available or allowable (i.e. if the UE is in a situation where the UE cannot select any of the provisioned allowed PLMNs with MCC corresponding to the UE’s physical location).


Or even if:

-
the UE can determine the country of its physical location; and

-
a PLMN belonging to the country of the UE's physical location is available and allowable;


if one or more shared/global PLMN IDs are allowed to be selected from the country (which can be known from the mapping information discussed in key issue #2) according to information provisioned in the UE, a shared/global PLMN IDs can be selected.
