Introduction
CT1 has not been able to conclude on a mechanism for the activation and deactivation of identities. C1-206277 gave an overview of the discussed solutions. This contribution aims to highlight some principles of the solution solution.

Network and UE functionality

The UE needs to inform the network that an identity is deactivated so that the AS can take appropriate actions, i.e. not forwarding a terminating request or possibly rejecting an incoming request. For terminating calls, the mechanism to use registration to activate an identity seems to require some UE configuration to activate/deactivate an identity in the implicit registration set, or an external alternative identity.

Ericsson view: a fully network based solution is preferred. A solution relying on UE configuration to reject a call to a deactivated identity leads to a waste of resources.

Issues to consider for conguration of active identities
Some issues to consider in order to make the service a usable service:
1)
User friendly name. The user needs a way to identify the UEs, names like "my blue phone", "my tablet" etc should be possible to set. How is that achieved, and what parameter in the registration is the name associated with?

2)
The identities in the IRS. Not all identities in the PAU are usable for the user, some deployments have more numbers configured in the IRS. To provide the UE with exactly the usable identities an MO with identities as per C1-206384 is one alternative.
3)
Change of UE. Assume a new UE is bought and the user inserts the SIM-card in the new phone. How is that handled by the Ut interface? Is the new phone taking over the settings of the old phone, so it has the same set of active user identities? Then the active identities follow the SIM-card.
It can be noted that a pure registration based mechanism has issues configuring active identities on other UEs. The main advantage with the registration based solutions is the user friendliness. For activation of identities at other UEs a Ut based solution would be feasible.
