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1. Overall Description:

SA6 would like to thank CT1 for the LS on Floor request cancel and authorize user learning about the users whose floor request are queued procedure.  In LS S6-201695 (C1-205510), CT1 asks for clarification regarding certain procedures as specified in clause 10.9.1.3.4 of TS 23.379 Rel-17.  SA6 has provided the following responses to the CT1 questions:
1. There is no capability for a user, authorised or not, to get a list of those users whose floor request is queued. How does SA6 envision the authorised user learning the contents of the list of users queued with floor requests in order to be able to specify the list of users to be cancelled from the floor queue? 

a. CT1 notes that, if a list of queued users is provided to an authorised user, by the time the authorised user gets the list, the list has a very high probability of having changed.
SA6 A1:  SA6 will consider clarifying the authorized user learning the contents of the list of users queued with floor requests in order to be able to specify the list of users to be cancelled from the floor queue. Even if the list has a very high probability of having changed the floor control server can act on the list items which are not changed and it will not cause any malfunction. The SA6 would bring the supporting CR for adding the procedure for authorized user learning about other floor queued request, rejected after de-queued floor request and removal from the floor queue by the owner of the floor queued request to 3GPP TS 23.379.
2. Would SA6 consider a procedure allowing an authorised user to request clearing the entire queue instead of specifying a list of users to be cleared?

SA6 A2:   Currently, there is no plan to support clearing the entire queue by the authorized user since there is no corresponding Stage 1 requirements. SA6 may consider supporting it based on further discussions.
3. CT1 also do not understand the purpose of allowing the floor control server to choose to cancel users waiting in the floor request queue, since the floor control server has no knowledge of the purpose and value of the call other than the priority used by each group member. Was it intended that the ability of the floor control server to cancel users from the floor request queue be used to handle dropping lower priority users when the queue is full?

SA6 A3:  The floor control server should have the ability to cancel the floor request queue based on the policy. This policy could be expiration of timer for the floor request in the queue or it could be to accommodate the floor request with higher priority is received when floor request queue is full. 


Corresponding Stage 1 requirement from TS 22.280:

[R-6.19.1.1-007] The MCX Service shall provide a mechanism for an MCX Administrator to configure service parameter(s) (e.g., timer) for automatic removal of an MCX request to transmit from any MCX request queue.
Corresponding Stage 2 procedure is described in sub clause 10.9.1.3.4.2.
2. Actions:

ACTION: 
SA6 respectfully asks CT1 to take the above information into consideration regarding development of the Stage 3 for Floor request cancel and authorize user learning about the users whose floor request are queued.
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
