Figure 9.3.8-1 illustrates the high level procedure of event-trigger usage of location information.  The same procedure can be applied for location management client and other entities that would like to subscribe to location information of VAL user or VAL UE. This procedure is also used for obtaining latest UE's location for tracking purpose.


Figure 9.3.8-1: Event-trigger usage of location information procedure
1.	The location management server receives the latest location information of the UE as per the location report procedure described in clause 9.3.3.3.
2.	The location management server may optionally receive the location information of the UE from 3GPP core network.
3.	Based on the configurations, e.g., subscription, periodical location information timer, location management server is triggered to report the latest user location information to VAL server. The location management server determines the location information of UE as received in steps 1 and 2.
4.	The location management server send the location information report including the latest location information of one or more VAL users or VAL UEs to the VAL server..
5.	VAL server may further share this location information to a group or to another VAL user or VAL UE.  
NOTE:	For other entities, the step 5 can be skipped if not needed.

The updated step 1 is described in the event-triggered location reporting procedure and step 2 to step 5 are not in the CT1’s scope. Therefore, the clause 6.2.7 of event-triggered location information notification procedure could be removed safely.

2)	a <notification> element which shall include:
i)	an <identities-list> element with one or more <VAL-user-id> child elements set to the identities of the VAL users whose location information needs to be notified;
ii)	a <trigger-id> element set to the value of each <trigger-id> value of the triggers that have been met; and
iii)	a <reports> element containing one or more <loc-info-report> elements. The <loc-info-report> shall include:
A)	a <VAL-user-id> element set to the identity of the VAL user whose location information needs to be notified; and
B)	the latest location information corresponding to the VAL user; and
b)	if SLM-C supports SIP, shall send a SIP NOTIFY request according to 3GPP TS 24.229 [5] and IETF RFC 6665 [11] with the constructed application/vnd.3gpp.seal-location-info+xml MIME body;
c)	if SLM-C does not support SIP, shall send an HTTP POST request message to the SLM-C according to procedures specified in IETF RFC 2616 [7] with the constructed application/vnd.3gpp.seal-location-info+xml MIME body and an Content-Type header field set to "application/vnd.3gpp.seal-location-info+xml".
