	Reason for change:
	When the attach to transfer an emergency PDU session using a standalone PDN CONNECTIVITY REQUEST message either is rejected or fails due to abnormal cases, the UE should always be able to attempt attach for emergency bearer services.

In most of cases attach for emergency services would make emergency service faster and thus better E911 user experience.

	
	

	Summary of change:
	In all cases in 5.5.1.2.5B1 the UE is allowed to attempt emergency call recovery with attach for emergency bearer services.

	
	

	Consequences if not approved:
	Already once failed emergency call transfer may fail second time causing bad E911 user experience.

[bookmark: _Hlk42263484][bookmark: _Hlk42263371]If the network cannot accept attach request including a PDN CONNECTIVITY REQUEST message with request type set to "handover" and the UE also intends to transfer an emergency PDU session, the UE shall attempt EPS attach for emergency bearer services including a PDN CONNECTIVITY REQUEST message with request type set to "handover of emergency bearer services" for the emergency PDU session.
If the attach request, including a PDN CONNECTIVITY REQUEST message with request type set "handover", fails due to abnormal case a) in subclause 5.5.1.2.6 and the UE intends to transfer an emergency PDU session, the UE shall attempt EPS attach or EPS attach for emergency bearer services including a PDN CONNECTIVITY REQUEST message with request type set to "handover of emergency bearer services" for the emergency PDU session.
If the attach request including a PDN CONNECTIVITY REQUEST message with request type set "handover" fails due to abnormal cases b), c), d) or o) in subclause 5.5.1.2.6, the UE intends to transfer an emergency PDU session:
-	if an EMM cause set to #19 "ESM failure" is received, the UE shall attempt EPS attach or EPS attach for emergency bearer services; and
-	otherwise, the UE shall attempt EPS attach for emergency bearer services,
