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1. Introduction
The Key Issue 7 of TR 24.821 is about Emergency calls. 
According to clause 3.5 of TS 23.122, there are a number of situations in which the MS is unable to obtain normal service from a PLMN. For some situations, the MS attempts to camp on an acceptable cell, irrespective of its PLMN identity, so that emergency calls can be made, if necessary. And there are also other conditions shown in table 2 in clause 5 of TS 23.122 under which only emergency calls may be made if the MS does not operate in SNPN access mode. But what the situations and conditions could be like for UE using satellite access needs to be considered. 
In addition, according to TR 23.737 solution #13, which is selected as the way forward for key issue #10, the network should verify the UE location first during registration procedure over satellite access to route either the normal service or the emergency service.
· “The network should verify the UE location during registration procedure over satellite access, as it cannot be guaranteed that the UE would always be aware of its present location.”
· “If UE is attempting to register to PLMN that it is not allowed to access in the present UE location (e.g. PLMN of different country than the present UE location), the AMF responds with REGISTRATION REJECT, including suitable cause value to tell the UE that the selected PLMN is not allowed in the present UE location.
· “In order to ensure the call being routed to a PSAP of the country of the UE location, the AMF shall take the same approach if the UE is requesting emergency registration in a country that is different from the UE location.”
So, receiving a cause other than the one “telling the UE the selected PLMN is not allowed in the present UE location”(e.g. "illegal ME") means the selected PLMN has already verified the UE’s location and the cell UE camps on is an acceptable cell.
It is suggested to study under what situations and conditions a UE using satellite access can make an emergency call and what is the acceptable cell for it to camp on.

2. Reason for Change
It is suggested to study the following issue:
- Under what situations and conditions a UE using satellite access can make an emergency call and what is the acceptable cell for it to camp on.

3. Proposal
It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TR 24.821 v0.3.0.

Satellite access networks are expected to cover the large geographical areas which cover some countries and several PLMNs from the legacy communication system perspective. To support emergency call services for UE might be influenced by adopting satellite access. Therefore, it is needed to study for the routing of emergency call to appropriate PSAP in the case of adopting satellite access.  
The following questions are expected to be studied within this key issue:  
-	To route an emergency call to the closest PSAP by adopting satellite access, what modifications are necessary to the PLMN selection procedure? 
-	To reroute an emergency call to an appropriate PSAP, what kind of information or procedure is necessary to reroute the emergency call during the PLMN selection?
Moreover, according to TR 23.737[5] solution #13, which is selected as the way forward for key issue #10, the network should verify the UE location first during registration procedure over satellite access to route either the normal service or the emergency service. So, under what situations and conditions a UE using satellite access can make an emergency call and what is the acceptable cell for it to camp on could be different from those for a UE using terrestrial access.
Therefore, the following question is expected to be studied within this key issue:
-	Under what situations and conditions the UE using satellite access can make an emergency call and what is the acceptable cell for it?
