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1. Introduction
In C1-210696, the following issue is suggested to be added to KI#7:
-	How to handle the case the UE using satellite access cannot find a PLMN allowed to select in its location for emergency registration?
In this contribution, a solution to the above issue is proposed.

2. Reason for Change
A solution to the question proposed in C1-210696 is provided.

3. Proposal
It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TR 24.821 v0.3.0.

6.x.1	Target key issue
This solution addresses key issue #7.
6.x.2	Solution Description
This is a solution to the following question in Key Issue 7:
-	How to handle the case the UE using satellite access cannot find a PLMN allowed to select in its location for emergency registration?
There are two possible cases related to the situation that a UE using satellite access cannot find a PLMN allowed to select in its location (i.e. MCC of the PLMN matches the country) to initiate an emergency registration:
Case#1: By determing the country of its location, the UE decides there is no allowed PLMN to select. 
Case#2: By the rejection of the network, the UE decides there is no allowed PLMN to select. 
In the case#1, it is suggested:
1) The UE try any of the availible PLMNs to initiate an emergency registration.
2) The UE remember the PLMN when rejected by the network with a special cause indicating the selected PLMN is not allowed in the present UE location, and not try it during this PLMN selection. If the UE cannot find one until all the availible PLMNs are tried, then go to the case#2.
NOTE 1:	Whether there is a limitation on the trying time or times is UE implementation.
NOTE 2:	The UE may delete the rejected PLMN list due to not allowed in the present UE location after emergency the registration.
In the case#2, it is suggested the UE select one of the availible PLMNs to initiate an emergency registration with an indication to point out it cannot find a PLMN allowed to select in its location for emergency registration.
Editor's note:	Whether the UE selects one hasn’t been tried before the limited time/times or the one within the rejected PLMN list due to not allowed in the present UE location is FFS.
Editor's note:	What indication is used is FFS.

6.x.3	Impacts
UE impacts:
-	Support trying the availible PLMNs to initiate an emergency registration when deciding there is no allowed PLMN to select by determing the country of its location.
-	Support selecting one of the availible PLMNs to initiate an emergency registration with an indication to point out it cannot find PLMN allowed to select in its location for emergency registration.
Network impacts: For PLMN Selection: none.
NOTE 3:	Network impact to handle an indication pointing out the UE cannot find PLMN allowed to select in its location for emergency registration when PSAP rerouting supported is expected but is not in the scope of this TR.
