Solution #X: P-CSCF discovery using information available in 5GC slice
6.x.1
Description
This solution addresses the scenario depicted in figure 5.1-5 to support P-CSCF discovery when a 5GC slice is connected to multiple IMS networks.

In the scenario, even if a 5GC slice is connected to multiple IMS networks, there exists a single IMS network for a single UE. Therefore, when P-CSCF needs to be discovered by a 5GC slice for a single UE, there is no confusion in the 5GC slice.
NOTE:
It is noteworthy that currently the UE IP address is taken into account during the P-CSCF discovery. See 3GPP TS 23.501 [x] for further details.
