Evaluation of Solution #24 for KI #5
Solution #24 is aimed at providing solution for the KI#5
Solution #24 provides a means for sorting the PLMN list during an automatic PLMN selection procedure. In automatic PLMN selection, when NAS receives the list of PLMNs from AS, NAS performs the sorting of the PLMNs as specified in 4.4.3.1.1 in 3GPP TS 23.122. The solution has the following benefits
· Minimal changes to the existing PLMN selection procedure.

· By filtering out the PLMN which is under disaster condition, UE makes sure that the PLMN is not selected as long as the disaster condition is valid. If the PLMN is out of disaster condition, then the PLMN will be considered again for PLMN selection.
· HPLMN, EHPLMN and Prefered PLMNs (both user controlled and operator controlled) are given the same priority as in the existing PLMN selection procedure.
· PLMNs that are in “List of PLMNs to be used while in Disaster condition” shall be considered for PLMN selection if available. Among the PLMNs (which are in the bullets iv and v in 4.4.3.1.1), those PLMNs that are present in the “List of PLMNs to be used while in Disaster condition” are sorted in the order in which they are present in “List of PLMNs to be used while in Disaster condition”. So if only those PLMNs in “List of PLMNs to be used while in Disaster condition” are available, then the PLMNs are selected in the order in which they are present in “List of PLMNs to be used while in Disaster condition”.
· If there is a CAG cell available and the PLMN hosting the CAG cell is in “List of PLMNs to be used while in Disaster condition”, then the CAG cell will also be considered for PLMN selection. 
Stage 1 requirement that the UE shall be able to select PLMNs that are in the forbidden PLMN list during a disaster condition is satisfied.
UE impact is minimal as the existing PLMN selection is used as much as possible with minor chage.
No CN impact.

No RAN impact.

CT1 is the only work group that is impacted.
