What modifications are necessary for a UE unable to obtain normal service from a PLMN?

Our view is that the following UE behaviour needs to be changed because the only services that a UE camping on an acceptable cell receive are limited services and, if the UE selects a PLMN whose MCC does not correspond to the country of the UE’s location, the UE cannot receive limited services.

No suitable cell (limited service state)

There are a number of situations in which the MS is unable to obtain normal service from a PLMN or SNPN. These include:

For the items a to f, if the MS does not operate in SNPN access mode, the MS attempts to camp on an acceptable cell, irrespective of its PLMN identity, so that emergency calls or access to RLOS can be made if necessary, with the exception that an MS operating in NB-S1 mode, shall never attempt to make emergency calls or to access RLOS.

Solution X: Restrictions in camping on an acceptable cell
6.X.1
Solution description

When a UE is unable to obtain normal service from a PLMN and needs to attempt to camp on an acceptable cell, the UE can camp on an acceptable cell with RAT satellite NG-RAN only if the acceptable cell with RAT satellite NG-RAN belongs to a PLMN allowed in the country where the UE is physically located.
NOTE:
How a UE can determine whether a PLMN is allowed in the country where the UE is physically located is covered by Key Issues #1 and #2.
Editor's note:
The behaviour of a UE unable to obtain normal service when there is no PLMN allowed in the country where the UE is physically located, is FFS.

Impacts to existing procedures due to the solution

UE

When a UE camps on an acceptable cell, it checks whether the cell belongs to a PLMN allowed in the country where the UE is physically located, if the cell is a satellite NG-RAN cell.
