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	Reason for change:
	Communication failure in the access stratum (AS) layer can happen at different stages of NSSAA, see C1-210745. The failuer can happen during the network slice-specific EAP result message transport procedure as described in subclause 5.4.7.3 in 3GPP TS 24.501. In this case the EAP procedure has been completed on the network side, i.e. between AMF and AAA-S, but the UE is not updated yet with the EAP result. The AMF and AAA-S will be aware and store the EAP procedure result, e.g. success or failure, although the UE does not know the EAP result.
This results in abnormal cases on the network side and on the UE side.

	
	

	Summary of change:
	If the failure during the network slice specific EAP messagereliable transport procedure:
· the AMF shall delete the pending NSSAI and the allowed and rejected NSSAI shall not be updated; 
· the AMF may store the EAP results associated with the corresponding S-NSSAIs in case of the UE possibility regains back the AS-layer connection for future transmission or retransmission;and

	Consequences if not approved:
	After regaining coverage in the same network, if the UE has not deleted the pending NSSAI, the UE cannot request the S-NSSAIs from the pending NSSAI, which limits the UE freedom to use network slices according to the demand after recovery back from the AS layer communication failure.

-	shall not update the allowed NSSAI and the rejected NSSAI; and
-	may store the NSSAA result associated with the corresponding S-NSSAI.
