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	Reason for change:
	TS 24.502 does not provide an N3IWF selection procedure specific for emergency services. This is likely due to the fact that all N3IWFs support emergency services. The UE should always select N3IWF for emergency services in the country of the UE location. However, according to the normal N3IWF selection procedure, the UE located in a visited country may end up selecting N3IWF in the home country. Therefore there is a need to limit the N3IWF selection procedure for emergency services to the country of the UE location.
This is supported by stage 2 requrements in TS 23.501:
Unless the UE is attached to 5GC via an N3IWF or to EPC via an ePDG that has indicated support for the emergency services and is located in the same country the UE is currently located in, the UE deregisters from the 5G Core non-3GPP access or terminates the existing ePDG connection, if any, and performs PLMN selection for emergency services. Otherwise, the UE should reuse the existing N3IWF or ePDG connection.

	
	

	Summary of change:
	Clarify the N3IWF selection for emergency services as follows: 
- If the UE is registered over 3GPP access, the UE does not initiate emergency services over non-3GPP access
- The UE always selects N3IWF for emergency services in the country of the UE location, based on the implementation.
- If the UE has selected a PLMN over 3GPP access but was iunable to regsiter to it, as per 24.501 sc. 5.5.1.2.6A, the UE may select N3IWF for emergency services from that PLMN.

When the UE supports connectivity with N3IWF but does not support connectivity with ePDG, the UE shall perform the procedure in subclause 7.2.4.3 for selecting an N3IWF.
When the UE supports connectivity with N3IWF and ePDG, the UE shall perform the procedure in subclause 7.2.4.4 for selecting either an N3IWF or an ePDG.
The UE shall perform the procedure in subclause 7.2.4.x for selecting an N3IWF for emergency services.

7.2.4.x	N3IWF selection for emergency services
If the UE is registered to a PLMN over 3GPP access, the UE shall not initiate emergency call over non-3GPP access (see 3GPP TS 22.011 [1A]). Otherwise, the UE shall:
-	select a PLMN over non-3GPP access in the country of the UE location. The selection of the PLMN is implementation specific; and 
-	construct the Operator Identifier based N3IWF FQDN based on the MCC/MNC of the selected PLMN.
NOTE:	If the UE has selected a PLMN over 3GPP access but is not registered to it (see 24.501 sc, 5.5.1.2.6A), the UE may construct the Operator Identifier based N3IWF FQDN based on the MCC/MNC of the selected PLMN over 3GPP access. 
The UE shall use the normal DNS server function to resolve the constructed N3IWF FQDN to the IP address(es) of the N3IWF.
