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	Reason for change:
	Stage 2 approved CR S2-2102042 states the following:

If the network supports the paging cause feature and based on Multi-USIM Mode Indication in the UE context, the MME should provide the Voice Service Indication in the Paging message when the MME detects that the downlink data or signalling which triggers the Paging message is related to voice service…

Which means that, the network provides the paging cause to the UE only if the network has a pre-information that the UE operates in Multi-USIM mode, i.e. if the UE has indicated that information to the network in the Attach procedure.

Hence the network shall not indicate the paging cause to the UE if the UE has not indicated to the network that it operates in MUSIM mode.

	
	

	Summary of change:
	If the network includes the paging cause in the paging indication to the UE while the UE has not indicated to the network that it operates in MUSIM mode, the UE shall ignore the paging cause

	
	

	Consequences if not approved:
	Misalignment with stage-2 spec, and unclarity how the UEs shall behave if the network includes the paging cause in the described scenario, which can lead to different behaviours among UEs.

A UE attached for access to RLOS shall ignore the paging indication from the network.

	The UE shall ignore the paging indication from the network.
c)	The paging indication includes a paging cause and the UE is not operating in MUSIM mode.
