Overall description
As emergency services and ETWS/CMAS notification become available in SNPNs in Rel-17, CT1 has analyzed impacts to the SNPN selection procedure.
It is common understanding in CT1 that a UE in the limited service state or no SIM state should be able to camp on an acceptable cell of an SNPN for emergency service and/or ETWS/CMAS notification and register to an SNPN for emergency services in Rel-17 and CT1 assumes that not all SNPNs will support emergency services or ETWS/CMAS notification.

In addition, CT1 has been looking at the following definition of acceptable cell in 3GPP TS 38.304:

acceptable cell:

An "acceptable cell" is a cell on which the UE may camp to obtain limited service (originate emergency calls and receive ETWS and CMAS notifications). Such a cell shall fulfil the following requirements, which is the minimum set of requirements to initiate an emergency call and to receive ETWS and CMAS notification in an NR network:

In light of these, CT1 would like to ask the questions below.
Question 1:
Can RAN2 specification support that a UE selects an acceptable cell of an SNPN where the UE can obtain emergency services and ETWS/CMAS notification?

Question 2:
If the answer to Question 1 is “no”, then what is provided to the NAS layer from the lower layers to make a UE in the limited service state or no SIM state select an SNPN supporting emergency services and/or ETWS/CMAS notification?
