Solution description

When a UE is unable to obtain normal service from a PLMN and needs to attempt to camp on an acceptable cell and the UE is capable of determining the PLMNs is allowed in the in the country where the UE is physically located, the UE can camp on an acceptable cell with RAT satellite NG-RAN only if the acceptable cell with RAT satellite NG-RAN belongs to a PLMN allowed in the country where the UE is physically located.
If only PLMN not allowed in the country where the UE is physically located associated with satellite NG-RAN is available or the UE is not UE capable of determining the PLMNs is allowed in the in the country where the UE is physically located, a UE shall enter the 5GMM-DEREGISTERED.NO-CELL-AVAILABLE state.
NOTE:
How a UE can determine whether a PLMN is allowed in the country where the UE is physically located is covered by Key Issues #1 and #2.

Impacts to existing procedures due to the solution

UE


When a UE camps on an acceptable cell, it checks whether the cell belongs to a PLMN allowed in the country where the UE is physically located, if the cell is a satellite NG-RAN cell.


If only PLMN not allowed in the country where the UE is physically located associated with satellite NG-RAN is available, a UE enters the 5GMM-DEREGISTERED.NO-CELL-AVAILABLE state.
