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Overall description
First, CT1 would like to thank SA3LI for providing answers to the questions as follows.

	Question 1:
Can a UE using satellite access select a PLMN not allowed in the country where the UE is physically located?
Answer 1:
No
Question 2:
If the answer to Question 1 is yes, what are the services that a UE can obtain by a PLMN not allowed in the country where the UE is physically located?
Answer 2:
None (with the possible exception of emergency calling - this should be referred to SA1)


Based on the answers from SA3LI, CT1 decided to work on a mechanism to prevent a UE with USIM from accessing a PLMN not allowed to operate in the country of the UE's location (even if the UE is in the limited service state).
