1. Introduction
TR 24.821 contains four solution for key issue #3: PLMN selection in international areas. No new solutions for this key issue is expected to be added to the TR.
2. Reason for Change
There is a need for evalution of the solutions for key issue #3.

	a) The UE determines that it is inside international area as per the solution to key issue #1.

b) Upon a transition in and out of international areas, the UE triggers a PLMN selection. deletes the stored EPLMN list and the stored RPLMN.

c) During periodic search for higher priority PLMN inside international areas, the UE does not eliminate PLMNs whose MCC is different from the MCC of the serving PLMN .

d) Optionally, the USIM may carry adidtional configuration indicating if a PLMN is selectable inside international areas. 
e) Optionally, the USIM may carry additional configuration indicating PLMN prioritization inside intenrational areas.

	Aspects a), b) and c) deal with the adjustments to the legacy PLMN selection procedure to make it applicable inside international areas.
Aspects d) and e) provide extensions to USIM configuration to support more flexible PLMN selection for international areas.
The UE impact is the new USIM configuration.
This solution is not compatible with Solution 5.

	The UE follows the legacy PLMN selection procedure inside international areas.

	Transition in and out of international areas has no impact on PLMN selection, provided the UE remains with the same serving PLMN. 

The solution has no UE impact.
