	When the 5GSM capability IE need to be included in the PDU session modification request message (cases specified in 8.3.7.2 1) a), b) and 2)), it is not clear how the UE fill the value of the TPMIC bit. 
In our view, 
· Current PDU session modification procedure cannot carry DS-TT Ethernet port MAC address and UE-DS-TT residence time from UE to the network For a PDU session not supporting time-syn/TSC, upgrading it to support time-syn/TSC is not fully supported by current protocol design.
· It is also proposed to not allow to downgrade/modify a time-syn/TSC PDU session into a non time-syn/TSC PDU session
[bookmark: _GoBack]We propose that a PDU session not supporting time-syn/TSC cannot be modified to a PDU session that supports time-syn/TSC, and a PDU session supporting time-syn/TSC cannot be modified to a PDU session that does not support time-syn/TSC.
