Conclusions on Key Issue #6

Editor's Note:
The conclusions stated below for the Key Issue #6 are incomplete and preliminary.
The solution #35 is not progressed in the normative phase of FS_MINT-CT.
The higher priority PLMN search can be modified under the Disaster Condition.

Solution #30 and #34 will be progressed to normative work to enable the UE to detect that Disaster Condition in PLMN with Disaster Condition is no longer applicable without network notification and then to perform the PLMN selection, e.g. in order to return to PLMN with Disaster Condition. This is treated as a pure UE based solution for Key Issue #6 and can co-exist with the following network based solutions.
For network based solutions, Solution #27, #28, #29, #31, #32 and #33 can be combined as following principles to be taken as the baseline for the normative work to solve KI#6:

1)
If the UE is in 5GMM-IDLE mode over 3GPP access when the AMF of PLMN without Disaster Condition determines that Disaster Condition no longer applies for PLMN with Disaster Condition, it is up to the AMF implementation whether and when to page the UE;
2)
If the UE is in 5GMM-CONNECTED mode over 3GPP access when the AMF of PLMN without Disaster Condition determines that Disaster Condition no longer applies for PLMN with Disaster Condition, the AMF sends the disaster no longer applicable notification to the UE via 3GPP access;
3)
For the UE in 5GMM-CONNECTED mode over 3GPP access, about sending the disaster no longer applicable notification to the UE, the AMF may:
a)
perform a generic UE configuration update procedure with an indication that the UE is to leave RPLMN without deregistration, if the UE indicated the support for leaving RPLMN without deregistration; or

b)
initiate a network-initiated de-registration procedure with 5GMM cause value #11 (PLMN not allowed); or
c)
upon receipt of REGISTRATION REQUEST or SERVICE REQUEST message from the UE, reject the NAS request with:

i)
a new 5GMM cause value (e.g. Leave RPLMN without deregistration) if the UE indicated the support for leaving RPLMN without deregistration; and 
ii)
otherwise, 5GMM cause value #11 (PLMN not allowed);
4)
Upon indicated by the network that Disaster Condition no longer applies to PLMN with Disaster Condition, the UE removes the stored information on Disaster Condition for PLMN with Disaster Condition, enters the state 5GMM-REGISTERED.PLMN-SEARCH if the new 5GMM cause value (e.g. Leave RPLMN without deregistration) or indication that the UE is to leave RPLMN without deregistration is received, or 5GMM-DEREGISTERED.PLMN-SEARCH if 5GMM cause value #11 is received, and performs the PLMN selection in order to, e.g. return to PLMN with Disaster Condition; and
5)
If the UE has an emergency PDU session or a high priority service, the AMF perform the handling above after release of the emergency PDU session or after the high priority service is finished.

Sending the disaster no longer applicable notification to the UE via non-3GPP access is FFS.
