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Overall description
In Rel-17, enhancement to SOR was introduced and the requirements were provided in TS 22.261 subclause 6.30, namely for steering of roaming in connected mode. 
As described in stage-2 TS 23.122 Annex-C, the steering of roaming connected mode control information (SOR-CMCI) enables the HPLMN to control the timing of a UE in connected mode to move to idle mode for the purpose of performing the steering of roaming, i.e. selecting a higher priority PLMN/access technology.

As part of this enhancement, one requirement allows the user to control some services to not be interrupted due to SOR;

The UE shall be able to delay conforming to steering of roaming control information from the HPLMN while it is engaged in priority service (e.g. emergency call, MPS session), or a service defined by HPLMN policy or the user not to be interrupted (e.g. MMTEL voice/video call).
During the work on stage-2 normative requirements TS 23.122 Annex-C, it was seen that giving the full control to the user, to select the services that should not be interrupted while SOR is ongoing, does not fulfil the concept of SOR, that SOR is a business operator requirement rather than a user requirement. 
However, giving the user some freedom to ensure that some of the services (e.g. IMS voice) will not be interrupted provides a better user experience. This "freedom to select a service not be interrupted" given to the user should be made known by the HPLMN, otherwise the HPLMN will not be aware of how SOR will be handled on the UE side and this results in losing the value of the enhancement made for Rel-17.

NOTE: In TS23.122 Annex-C, the user preference is reflected as the "user controlled list of services exempted from release due to SOR".

Q1) CT1 is asking GSMA if it is acceptable to allow users to configure the selection of the services it can prevent from being interrupted due to SOR using the "user controlled list of services exempted from release due to SOR", without the HPLMN knowledge? 
If the answer to Q1) is NO, then CT1 has the following questions: 

a)- is it required to have a mechanism where the HPLMN shall be able to allow the user to configure such services in the UE, i.e. not to be interrupted due to SOR? 

b)- does the HPLMN need to have the knowledge on how the user has configured the "user controlled list of services exempted from release due to SOR", i.e. the service that are not to be interrupted for that UE due to SOR?

Q2) Further, CT1 would like to understand whether the "user controlled list of services exempted from release due to SOR" can always take precedence over the SOR requested by HPLMN?
