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Overall description
CT1 thanks RAN5 for their LS on 180 Ringing when preconditions are not used. CT1 would like to provide the following answers to RAN5’s questions:
RAN5’s Question 1) General question: In principle, shall the UE do something to prevent problems (“ghost rings” , “media clipping” .etc.) mentioned in 1.1 as much as possible, or no need to care about it, when preconditions are not used?
CT1’s answer to Question 1):

When preconditions are not used, the UE waits to alert the user as specified in subclause B/L/U.3.1.4.
RAN5’s Question 2): What does the word “Upon” exactly mean on 180 Ringing timing?

CT1’s answer to Question 2):
 “Upon” is a formal term for “on”. “Upon successful reservation of local resources, if the precondition mechanism is not used by the terminating UE, the UE can send 180 (Ringing) response to the INVITE request and can alert the user” means “When the terminating UE resources are reserved, if the precondition mechanism is not used by the terminating UE, the terminating UE sends 180 (Ringing) response to the INVITE request and alerts the user”. 
RAN5’s Question 3): Does the phrase “reservation of local resources” contain the network resources on the UE’s local side?
 CT1’s answer to Question 3):
“reservation of local resources” is the network-initiated resource reservation for the UE. Please refer to the following definitions in TS 24.229 subclause 3.1: 

Resource reservation: Mechanism for reserving bearer resources that is required for certain access technologies.

Network-initiated resource reservation: A mechanism of resource reservation where the IP-CAN on the behalf of network initiates the resources to the UE.

RAN5’s Question 4): Does the word “can” imply the 180 Ringing might be sent later in some circumstances?  

CT1’s answer to Question 4):

The terminating UE may choose not to generate 180 (Ringing) responses for a re-INVITE message in case of SDP re-negotiation and send 200 OK. However, if the UE chooses to generate 180 (Ringing) response, it is sent immediately.
