Overall description
CT1 thanks RAN2 for their LS on lower bound for eDRX cycle length. CT1 would like to provide the following feedback:
· Changing the lower bound to 2.56 seconds for eDRX cycle length for RedCap UEs is feasible from a NAS protocol point of view.
· CT1 has the following concern: CT1 assumes that the motivation for supporting eDRX cycle length of 2.56 seconds is to allow RedCap UEs to override the default RAN DRX cycle length, since currently DRX cycle length is computed as the minimum of the UE specific DRX cycle and the default RAN DRX cycle length. However the eDRX feature was designed with long DRX cycles in mind, with impacts to the whole system that are acceptable for the original use case of large power savings, but require unnecessary impacts in the system for this specific use case (overriding the default RAN DRX cycle length). CT1 would like SA2 to provide feedback on whether this is acceptable, and on whether alternative solutions should be considered.
